Committee members 

enjoy making visits and the recipient always seems glad to be remembered.  This com-

mittee welcomes anyone with a desire to serve.  

STEWARDSHIP  & F INANCE  COMMITTEE  

The Stewardship and Finance Committee of Northminster Presbyterian Church, as the 

name implies, is responsible for overseeing the finances of the church; the Moderator 

is a member of Session. The Committee is responsible for coordinating the annual 

Stewardship Campaign, other Special Need campaigns and preparation of the annual 

budget proposal to Session for their approval.  It monitors the income and expenses of 

the church and provides monthly updates to both full committee and Session as well as 

communicating to the congregation via Newsletter highlights.
